Carl Jenkins Named 54th Annual Fall Foliage Festival Parade Grand Marshal

At Williams College, he is Adjunct Teacher of Oboe. He was the founding conductor of the Symphonic Winds, directing the ensemble for nine years and for 20 years was also the director of Woodwind Ensembles at Williams.

While at Drury Mr. Jenkins has been active in the Massachusetts Music Educators Association twice serving as District Jazz Band Manager, twice as District Concert Band Manager and was the District Orchestra Manager in 2007.  In 1989 Mr. Jenkins was the recipient of the North Adams Public Schools “Teacher of the Year” Award and in 2002 was presented the Lowell Mason Award for his years of dedication to music education. In 2004 Mr. Jenkins was honored as the recipient of that year’s “Distinguished Service Award” for the state of Massachusetts. In 2009 the Western District M.M.E.A. members presented him with the “Music Educator of the Year Award.”  Since his recent retirement Mr. Jenkins has been appointed part-time Coordinator of Fine and Performing Arts for the city of North Adams. 

 

The 54th Fall Foliage Parade is coordinated by the Berkshire Chamber of Commerce.

 

The parade will step off this year on Sunday, October 4 at 1:00 PM from the Wal-Mart parking lot and continue down Curran Highway before winding through downtown North Adams. Thousands of Berkshire residents and visitors enjoy the annual parade, which commemorates the magnificent autumn season.
